From the VF-85 History Narrative:

After a refueling period, LCDR T. R. HUBERT, USNR, on 24 July led a flight against Himeji Airfield where some 19 planes were destroyed or damaged and hangars burned.  LT R. J. LESTER, USNR, silenced a antiaircraft battery by strafing.  On retiring from the airfield, some merchant vessels were found and one tanker and two smaller size ships were left in a burning and sinking condition.  LTJG L. E. MIFFLIN, USNR, ENS D. P. GRAU, USNR, and LTJG L. A. FITZGERALD, USNR, aided in the destruction of the aircraft and ships. 

Later in the day, CDR W. W. FORD, USN, led a fighter sweep intending to attack Miho and Yonago airfields, but due to inclement weather he searched for targets of opportunity.  LTJG R. A. BLOOMFIELD, USNR, and found four locomotives which they strafed and destroyed in the vicinity of Okayama.  The rest of the flight attacked a roundhouse and buildings adjacent thereto with bombs and rockets.  The roundhouse was seriously damaged and it was believed that several locomotives were destroyed in it.  Work shops and warehouses were also damaged.  On returning to base two luggers were sighted and sunk.

In the late afternoon a flight of eight planes led by LTJG R. A. BLOOMFIELD, USNR, took off to act as an escort with eight YORKTOWN (CV-10) planes for a rescue mission.  A YORKTOWN pilot was down in the Inland Sea with a short distance of many enemy airfields not far from Osaka.  The pilot was rescued and shortly thereafter LTJG BLOOMFIELD and his division splashed an Oscar which was about to attack the Dumbo.  They remained with the Dumbo until after sundown and returned to base after dark.
